Core Healthcare Provider CPR and First Aid

Course Length
15 Hours
Course Description

This course will provide the most current guidelines for CPR developed by the American Heart Association. The student will receive training in Cardiopulmonary Resuscitation (CPR)/Automated External Defibrillator (AED)/Foreign Body Airway Obstruction (FBAO). The student will have an opportunity to become certified in Healthcare Provider CPR. This course will provide the knowledge for the student to perform basic first aid. Students will be provided an opportunity to gain skills towards first aide competency such as victim assessment, splinting, controlling bleeding, poisoning and burns. 

Knowledge and Skills

1. Explain principles of cardiopulmonary resuscitation for infant, child and adult. 

2. Discuss the use of Automated External Defibrillator. 

3. Explain the process of renewal for Healthcare Provider CPR certification. 

4. Apply the knowledge about basic first aid for minor injuries and illnesses. 

5. Identify factors that define an emergency. 

6. Explain how various illnesses create vulnerability to a potential emergency. 

7. Apply skills to obtain training or certification in first aid.

Instructional Procedures
This course consists of BLS Healthcare provider CPR and First aid course taught by a certified American Heart instructor as well as CPR and First Aid covered in the Health Care Foundations, Applied Education Systems self passed computer units.
