Explain why torsion of the testicle is considered a medical emergency.

List some likely symptoms experienced by a male with benign prostatic hyperplasia.

Explain the value of prostate-specific antigen (PSA) as a screening test.

Discuss the medical interventions for prostatic cancer. 

Name the common first sign of testicular cancer.
