Criteria for successful completion:
	By the end of this LAP the student will have completed 60 hours of clinical practice with a Physical Therapist or Physical Therapy Assistant.
Learning Objective:
1.  Students will demonstrate employability skills in the workplace.
2.  Students will assist the Physical Therapy Assistant (PTA) or Physical Therapist (PT) with the application and/or set up of therapeutic modalities for clients.
3.  Students will assist the PT or PTA with clients’ rehabilitative exercise.
